Pryt 101

The basics of Pryt membership.
Reference the constitution or ask an officer for more detail.
Member Status:

1. Active members- 6 hours of service per quarter- 4 of which are Prytanean 

a. Attend all meetings

2. Half-status- 8 hours of service- 6 of which are Prytanean

a. Attend one hour of all meetings

3. Associate status- 10 hours- 8 of which are Prytanean

a. Does not attend meetings

4. Inactive status- no service hours

a. Does not attend meetings


Requests for status changes must be submitted in writing to the Secretary by midnight of the second general meeting of the quarter.  Requests are reviewed on a case-by-case basis and will be granted upon a majority vote of the officers. All new initiates must be active status.

Required Participation:

1. Committee

a. 1 committee per Prytanean year. 5 hours.
b. Participation in a committee counts towards Prytanean Service hours

2. Fundraising

a. 8 hours of Fundraising per Prytanean year

i. 4 of which must be at a Fundraising event

3. Service

a. See member status for required amount of hours

b. Must include at least 1 hour of Service at an event hosted by the Service-VP

4. Social

a. Must attend one social event (put on by the Social VP) per quarter.
Missing Meetings:

· Active and half-status members are able to miss one meeting per quarter

· Missing ½ of a meeting counts towards missing one meeting

· 2 hours of service penalty allotted for any additional missed meetings

All required participation is due at the end of the Fall quarter (which is the end of the Prytanean year). Each officer keeps track of the hours you complete at their events, but start tallying your hours and credit now to ensure you can complete all requirements by the end of the next FALL quarter.
